Answer: Sociocultural backgrounds shape how writers approach academic English. For
example, some cultures prioritise indirectness and modesty, leading authors to downplay their
claims («This might suggest...») rather than state them boldly. Others value rhetorical flourish
and elaborate examples, which can seem verbose to readers accustomed to concise,
evidence-driven prose. Citation practices also vary: in some traditions, referencing authorities
is a sign of respect, while in Anglo-American academia, direct engagement and critique are
expected. Organisational patterns differ too—some writers prefer circular reasoning or
narrative flow instead of the linear «thesis-support-conclusion» model. These differences can
cause misunderstandings: a straightforward Western-style argument may appear aggressive to
some readers, while a culturally nuanced text may seem unclear to others. Awareness of these
norms helps writers adapt their style for international audiences.
