The federal government sets general standards and provides funding
(e.g., the "No Child Left Behind" Act); however, the direct management of schools, approval of
curricula and standards for specific schools is the responsibility of state authorities and local
school districts.

2. Example 2: Criminal Law. There is federal criminal law (combating terrorism, interstate drug
trafficking), but most criminal codes and the penal system (police, prisons) are regulated by the
laws of individual states. For example, the death penalty is permitted in some states and prohibit-
ed in others.

Otset: The USA is called a "nation of immigrants” because throughout its history, its popula-
tion has been formed by mass immigration from different countries of the world.
1. Demographic argument: The vast majority of the modern U.S. population (with the exception
of Native Americans) is descendants of people who arrived in the country over the past 400
years from Europe, Africa (including forcibly, as slaves), Asia, and Latin America.
2. Cultural argument: Immigration created a unique multicultural society. Different ethnic groups
brought their languages, traditions, cuisine, music, and religion, which, mixing formed a com-
mon American culture (for example, jazz, which originated from African and European musical
traditions).
3. Economic and social argument: At different stages of history, immigrants provided the coun-
try with cheap labor for industry and agriculture, contributed to the development of new lands,
and was a source of innovation and entrepreneurship, which became the engine of economic
growth and social mobility.
