Immediate feedback after each
quiz lets learners see their progress, reinforcing a growth mindset and showing them that effort leads to
improvement. When teachers use the results to adjust lessons—spending extra time on challenging
topics—students notice their input shapes instruction, increasing their sense of agency. Over time, this
cycle of regular check-ins and responsive teaching builds confidence and intrinsic motivation, as
students experience incremental success and understand how to improve. Thus, well-designed
formative assessment not only guides instruction but also nurtures a positive, effort-driven learning
environment.

14. Describe the stages of designing the educational process based on a competence approach
Designing an educational process through a competence-based approach begins with identifying the
key competencies graduates should master in a given field, such as critical thinking or professional
communication. Next, learning outcomes are formulated to translate each competency into observable
and measurable skills. Then, educators select appropriate teaching and assessment methods that
actively engage students in applying those skills—for instance, case studies, simulations, or project
work. The curriculum is structured around authentic tasks that mirror real-world challenges, ensuring
relevance and transferability. Instructional materials and resources are curated or developed to support
progressive skill development, with scaffolded activities moving from guided practice to independent
performance. Finally, continuous assessment and feedback loops are built in to monitor progress and
help students refine their competencies throughout the programme.

15. Develop a mini-project for MA students aimed at forming pedagogical competencies

A mini-project for MA students to develop pedagogical competencies could involve designing and
piloting a short lesson module for undergraduate learners. Students work in small groups to select a
complex topic from their discipline, then break it down into clear learning objectives aligned with
specified competencies. They research and apply evidence-based teaching strategies—such as
inquiry-based learning or flipped classroom techniques—to create engaging activities and assessments.
Each group delivers their 30-minute lesson to peers, who act as simulated undergraduates, followed by
a structured peer and instructor feedback session. Participants then reflect on their teaching experience,
identifying strengths and areas for growth in classroom management, explanation clarity, and student
engagement. The project culminates in a short reflective essay where students connect their experience
to educational theory and outline how they will further develop their teaching practice.
