e Limitations (what issues will be excluded and for which reasons)

4) Design and Methods
e Overall approach and rationale (qualitative/quantitative, what kind of qualita-
tive/quantitative approach)
e Sampling, data gathering methods, data analysis
e Ethical considerations

5) Tentative table of contents of the final thesis
6) References
7) Tentative timetable
