1.1 Цель дисциплины: сформировать у студентов фундаментальные основы лексиколо-

гии современного английского языка. 

1.2 Место дисциплины в структуре ООП: Дисциплина «Лексикология английско-

го языка» относится к вариативной части дисциплин по выбору блока Б1 (Б1.В.01.03). 

Для освоения дисциплины «Лексикология английского языка» студенты используют 

знания, умения, навыки, сформированные в процессе изучения дисциплин «Практиче-

ский курс иностранного языка (английский)», «Общее языкознание», «История языка». 

Освоение дисциплины «Лексикология английского языка» является необходимой ос-

новой для последующего изучения дисциплин вариативной части профессионального 

цикла, прохождения педагогической практики.

тие лексической единицы. Типы лексических единиц: слово как основная структурно-

семантическая единица языка, морфема, фразеологическая единица. Сходства и различия 

между тремя типами лексических единиц. Лексикология как развивающаяся наука. Про-

блемы лексикологии: обзор теоретических и методологических позиций современных 

лексикологов, сопоставление основных подходов. Методологические подходы в лексико-

логии. Теория оппозиций. Понятие лексической оппозиции. Лексическая оппозиция как 

основа методики изучения лексических единиц. Методы лексикологии. Общая лексиколо-

гия. Специальная лексикология. Прикладная лексикология. Историческая лексикология. 

Сравнительная лексикология. Связь лексикологии с фонетикой, стилистикой, граммати-

кой и другими разделами лингвистики. Теоретическая и практическая значимость лекси-

кологии. Цели и задачи курса лексикологии. Этапы развития лексикологии как раздела 

лингвистики. Изучение структуры и семантики лексических единиц в древний период и в 

средние века. Художественная функция слова в античной риторике. Европейская тради-

вости. Понятие знака. Типы знаков. Знак как предмет изучения философии, математиче-

ской логики, лингвистики, психологии и семиотики. Семиотика и семиология: проблемы 

терминоупотребления. Знаковые теории. История развития знаковых теорий. Знак как 

двусторонняя единица в философии. Закон знака В. фон Гумбольдта. Слово и знак: знако-

вый характер слова. Язык как система знаков. Теория Ф. де Соссюра. Структура лингви-

стического знака. Концепции структуры словесного знака. Знак как односторонняя сущ-

ность (знак есть форма). Знак как двусторонняя сущность (знак есть форма и содержание). 

Знак как трёхсторонняя сущность (знак есть форма, содержание и фактор языковой лич-

ности). Понятие языковой личности. Структура языковой личности. Тезаурус. Лексикон. 

Прагматика. Понятие знаковой ситуации. Понятие концептосферы. Знак как более слож-

ная сущность. Основные черты знака: двусторонний характер, произвольность, интенцио-

нальность. Схема знака. Полные и редуцированные знаки. Проблема отдельности слова.

Работа на лекции 

1. Не записывайте каждое слово преподавателя. Фиксируйте основные положения, 

определения терминов, классификации и т.п. в виде свёрнутого конспекта. Выделяйте за-

головки и важную информацию маркером. 

2. Оформляйте материал таким образом, чтобы его легко можно было восстановить в 

развёрнутый конспект. 

Подготовка к лабораторным занятиям 

1. Начните подготовку к практическому занятию с просмотра лекции. Выделите мар-

кером её ключевые положения и термины.  

2. Обратите внимание на неоднозначность трактовок ключевых понятий в научных 

источниках. Изучите авторскую аргументацию и предлагаемый языковой материал для 
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иллюстрации. Будьте готовы прокомментировать существующие трактовки на занятии, и 

аргументировано принять сторону одного из авторов источников или сформулировать 

своё видение.  

3. Переработайте собранный из нескольких источников материал и оформите на каж-

дый ключевой термин статью по принципу энциклопедической, дополняя её собственны-

ми комментариями. 

4.  Выполните указанные преподавателем упражнения. 

5. Подберите собственный языковой материал для иллюстрации изучаемых понятий и 

дополните им статьи. Статья должна приобрести черты вашей интеллектуальной соб-

ственности. 

Подготовка к зачету 

1. Ознакомьтесь со списком зачетных теоретических вопросов и практических зада-

ний до начала изучения курса. 

2. Изучайте по возможности все рекомендуемые по дисциплине источники научной 

литературы. 

3. Приобретите для подготовки к занятиям и для работы на занятиях общий толковый 

(English-English) словарь c объёмом словарных входов не менее 100 000. При выборе сло-

варя обратите внимание на год выпуска (потребуется новейший), тип дефиниций (логиче-

entific communication and in the everyday matters of popular culture – for example, through Eurovision. 

And all this even in the European countries whose mother tongue is so important a language as German 

or French. … Given something more like a cultural boost, we may expect present uses of English to ex-

pand so that by 1990 everyone in Europe may be using, or be exposed to, English for some part of every 

day.

(law and governance); "beef," "pork," "cuisine" (food and cooking); "fashion," "luxury," "art" 

(culture and lifestyle). 

 

2. Latin influence: As the language of science, religion and education, Latin provided numerous 

scholarly terms: "scientific," "formula," "index" (science and academia); "major," "minor," 

"graduate" (education); "altar," "priest," "religion" (theology). 

 

These borrowings created lexical layers where English often retained native words for basic con-

cepts while using borrowed terms for more specialized or formal meanings, significantly expand-

ing the language's expressive capabilities and stylistic variety.

Lexical meaning is the individual, concrete meaning of a word, its reference to objects, 

phenomena, or concepts in reality (e.g., the word "table" refers to a piece of furniture; "run" re-

fers to a mode of movement). Grammatical meaning is the abstract, structural meaning that indi-

cates the relationships between words in a sentence and is expressed through grammatical forms 

(e.g., the "-s" in "books" carries the grammatical meaning of plurality; the "-ed" in "walked" car-

ries the meaning of past tense). Lexical meaning is different for every word, while grammatical 

meaning is shared by classes of words.

1."The early bird catches the worm" vs. "Кто рано встаёт, тому Бог подаёт" 

Cultural Analysis: Both idioms emphasize the benefits of waking up early. However, the English 

version reflects a culture of individualism and competition, where success depends on personal 

initiative ("catches the worm"). The Russian equivalent highlights humility and reliance on di-

vine intervention ("томуБогподаёт" — "God provides"), underscoring the role of faith and tradi-

tion in daily life. These differences reveal contrasting cultural values: proactive achievement ver-

sus trust in higher forces. 

English: Individualism, competition, material success. 

Russian: Faith, humility, reliance on divine help. 

 

2."To have butterflies in one's stomach" vs. "Сосатьподложечкой" 

Cultural Analysis: Both expressions describe nervousness or anxiety. The English idiom uses a 

poetic metaphor ("butterflies") to convey a mix of excitement and unease, often linked to roman-

tic or anticipatory situations. The Russian phrase ("сосатьподложечкой" — "to suck under the 

little spoon") refers to a physical sensation in the pit of the stomach, emphasizing bodily experi-

ence over imagery. This contrast reflects cultural approaches to emotions: English tends to ro-

manticize feelings, while Russian focuses on tangible, physiological perceptions. 

English: Poetic metaphor, emotional nuance. 

Russian: Physical sensation, direct bodily experience.
